It is time for our 13th annual baseball camp. This camp is designed to improve your
skill level and will focus on the fundamentals of baseball.

Program. In the past years we have been able to purchase a roll-away cage, many protective
nets, professional foul poles, windscreen, cages, new uniforms, concrete walkways/steps, and
much more. In addition to the West Forsyth High School coaching staff, there will also be
other local coaches, and former college players to teach your child the correct and proper way
to play the game of baseball.

STAFF:

RANDY POPE - Coach Pope just finished his 28" official year of coaching high school baseball, and
his 13" year as the head coach for the Titans. The 2002 team was runner-up in the state 4-A division.
They went 27-4 and won the Western Regional Championship. The 2005 team finished 20-10 and made
it to the final 4 in the state. The 2007 team was 20-6, was ranked in the top 20 in the country, and won
the CPC title. The 2008 team went 16-9 and won the WSFC tournament. Pope's overall record at West
is 207-81 as of 2009(winning %.719) They have won conference titles in 2000, 2002, 2004, 2005, 2007,
2009, 2010 and tournament titles in 1999, 2002, 2004, 2005, 2009, 2010. They have qualified for the
State playoffs in 1999, 2000, 2001, 2002, 2004, 2005, 2006, 2007, 2008, 2009, 2010. In 1986 he served
as a Graduate Assistant at Western Carolina, where he also played. While there he worked under Coach
Jack Leggett (Clemson Head Coach), and coached Keith Leclair (Former ECU Head Coach) and Keith
Shumate (NC A&T Head Coach). Coach Pope helped lead the Catamounts to the Southern Conference
Title. He was in charge of the hitters and catchers. Coach Pope has been part of 15 Conference
Championships, and has been to the State Playoffs 19 times. He has had over 70 players continue on to
play at the college level (40+ as head coach) and 10 make it to the Professional ranks. He was named
CPC coach of the year in 2002 and 2004.

KEVIN McINTOSH - Kevin is the head assistant coach at West Forsyth and has been involved in the
program since 2002. Coach Mac has coached numerous players that have advanced to both college and
professional baseball including Erik Walker and Garrison Lassiter. He was also involved in the baseball
program for four years at Western Carolina University where he worked with the current Georgia
Southern University head coach, Rodney Hennon. Kevin has great knowledge about the game of
baseball and brings a youthful excitement to the game. Kevin has several years of experience coaching
AAU, USSSA, and has been the head coach of Western Forsyth Post 522 American Legion team for the
past 7 years.

BRAD BULLARD - Brad is in his 4" year as a coach at West Forsyth. He has also coached legion
baseball for the past 6 years. Brad was a member of the 2002 State Runner-Up West Forsyth baseball
team who went 27-4. Brad played college baseball at Belmont Abbey College under Coach Kermit
Smith, who led the Crusaders to a final four appearance in the Division II College World Series. Coach
Bullard will work mainly with the hitters and outfielders.
